Taxation is income from the previous year (January -December) and is taxed by the municipality in which 

you reside as of January 1. 

※This municipal inhabitant tax return is submitted as taxation data for the municipality to calculate the 

appropriate income and amount of tax. This is different from the income tax return system (tax return) 
 

■Deadline for Filing a Return Tax :  

March 15 

Tax return forms will be sent out in late January to those who filed in the previous year. If you did not 

receive one or need a tax return form, please contact the Citizen's Tax Section. 

※Deadline for filing a return tax may be earlier or later due to the day of the week. 
 

■Those Who are Required to File 

  All persons having an address in the city must file a tax return. However, the following persons are not 

required to file a tax return 

(1) Those who have filed an income tax return 

(2) Those whose only income in the previous year was salaried income and whose employer has submitted 

a payroll report to the city office. 

(3) Pension recipients for whom a pension payment report has been submitted to City Hall by the payer 

(4) Those who had no income. 

※If you are not eligible for the deduction for dependents who live with you, please submit a declaration 

that you had no income.(The contents of the declaration will be used as basic data for the calculation of 

National Health Insurance premiums (tax), Long-Term Care Insurance premiums, medical insurance 

premiums for the Elderly, child allowance and childcare fees, etc., or for the receipt of assistance.)  

In addition, those who resigned in the middle of the previous year and are not working as of December 

31 of that year may be required to file an income tax return or a citizen's and prefectural tax return.

■Tax Payment Methods

Payment Notice notified to taxpayers by City Hall in early May. 

■Reduction or Exemption of Light Motor Vehicle Tax (by type) 

Light motor vehicles, etc. owned by holders of the Physical Disability Certificate, Rehabilitation

■Property Tax 

This is a tax that is paid to the city on January 1 of each year by those who own fixed assets (land, 

houses, and depreciable assets) in the city. The tax is calculated based on the value (assessed value) of the 

fixed assets. 

In addition, those who own land and houses in the urbanization area are also required to pay city 

planning tax. 

 

■Property Taxpayers  

Those who own fixed assets in the city on                  

January 1 of each year (levy date).  

Specifically, the taxpayers are as follows

are required to report the status of their  

depreciable assets as of January 1 of each year 

by January 31.

The period of inspection is until the end of the fiscal year, and the public inspection is until the due date 

of the first term of property tax.

Designated Emergency Evacuation Areas (See the Note1)are school yards and parks where people 

temporarily take refuge to protect themselves from disasters such as earthquakes. Designated Evacuation 

Shelters are (See the Note2) facilities for people to stay overnight if they lose their place of residence due to 

the collapse of a house, or when a house is deemed to be in danger. Please check the Designated Emergency 

Evacuation Area and Designated Evacuation Shelter in your area. 

However, if the damage from the disaster makes it difficult to go to your nearest designated emergency 

evacuation area/shelter , you may go to other designated emergency evacuation areas/evacuation shelters. 

For details, please check the city website. 

Note1: Designated Emergency Evacuation Area  

Designated emergency evacuation areas are places where people temporarily evacuate themselves from 

disasters such as earthquakes, and are designated as parks, parking lots of public facilities, and  

school yards. 

Note2: Designated Evacuation Shelter 

Designated evacuation shelters are facilities where people can stay overnight if they lose their place of 

residence due to “housing collapse” or “housing is expected to be in danger”, etc. 

Community centers, welfare centers, elementary and junior high schools, etc. are designated as shelters.

With the rapid aging of society and the shift to 

nuclear families, the number of people requiring 

nursing care is increasing every year, and the issue 

of nursing care has become a major cause of 

anxiety in old age. However, there are limits to 

what families alone can do to take care of the 

elderly, so the long-term care insurance system 

was established in April 2000, with the aim of 

supporting long-term care throughout society by 

having everyone pay insurance premiums together. 

The long-term care insurance system has become 

firmly established as a system that supports an aging 

society. The infrastructure for providing services is 

rapidly developed and the number of service users are 

increasing steadily. 

 

■Insured by Long-term Care Insurance 

〇Type 1 insured person 

Persons who are 65 years of age or older. When 

they become in need of nursing care, they are 

eligible to receive the necessary nursing care 

(nursing care prevention) services upon 

certification of the need for nursing care 

(support). 

〇Type 2 insured person 

You must be between 40 and 64 years of age to 

be covered by medical insurance. If you are 

recognized as needing long-term care due to a 

specific disease defined by law, such as 

cerebrovascular disease, you are eligible to 

receive long-term care insurance services. 

 

■Long-term Care Insurance Premiums 

〇Type 1 insured person 

In principle, premiums for those 65 years of age 

or older are deducted from their pensions. Those 

whose pension is less than 180,000 yen per year 

or who turned 65 in the middle of the fiscal year 

should bring the payment slip sent by the city to 

the designated financial institution and pay the 

premium. 

〇Type 2 insured person 

Premiums for those aged 40 to 64 are paid to 

the Social Insurance Medical Fee Payment Fund 

together with the premiums for their medical 

insurance. 

■Procedures for Using the Service 

If you think you need nursing care, please 

submit the application form (or download from 

the city website) distributed at the City Hall or 

Comprehensive Counselling Room for the Elderly

（Koreisha Nandemo Soudanshitsu) 

(Comprehensive Regional Support Center) 

together with your long-term care insurance card 

(or a copy of your medical insurance card for 

those insured under Type 2 insurance) to the city 

and receive certification that you need Long-term 

care (or Requiring help). 

The city conducts an on-site interview and 

obtains a written opinion from the applicant's 

family doctor. The city then submits the results 

to the Nursing Care Certification Examination 

Board, which is composed of medical, health, and 

welfare experts. The board examine and 

determine whether the applicant needs nursing 

care or support. Once if Long-term care (Lv.1-5) 

or support Required Help (Lv.1, 2) is certified, 

you will be able to receive the services in 

consultation with a nursing care support 

specialist (care manager) or Koreisha Nandemo 

Sodanshitsu (Comprehensive Regional Support 

Center).

■Disability Welfare Service 

   This is a welfare service system that includes 

short-term residential care, day services, and 

home help services for people with physical, 

intellectual, or mental disabilities, developmental 

disabilities, or intractable diseases. However, in 

principle, there is a 10% co-payment. 

 

■Medical Care for Services and Supports for 

Persons with Disabilities (rehabilitation, 

fostering, outpatient psychiatric treatment) 

   We reduce the burden on the patient. The two 

categories are rehabilitation and fostering 

medical care for physically disabled persons and 

outpatient psychiatric care for outpatients with 

mental illness. 

 

■Subsidies for Use of Welfare Recreation

National Health Insurance is to be joined by all but the following persons： 

(1) Those who are enrolled in workplace health insurance (Health Insurance Association, Mutual Aid 

Association, etc.) and their dependents 

(2) Households receiving public assistance 

(3) people who is enrolled in the Late-Stage Elderly Health Care System

Premiums are calculated based on the insured 

person’s gross income for the previous year, the 

number of the insured, and other factors, and are 

assessed to the head of the household. For those 

insured who are 40 or more and under 65 years 

of age, the premiums are levied together with the 

nursing care insurance premiums as the No. 2 

insured person of the nursing care insurance. 

Payment of premiums should be made by 

account transfer. 

■National Health Insurance Benefits 

If you present your insurance card at a hospital 

or clinic that handles National Health Insurance, 

you can receive medical treatment covered by the 

insurance. The person himself/herself pays 30% 

(20%) of the medical cost at that time, and 

National Health Insurance pays the rest. Other 

benefits are as follows. 

 

○High-cost Medical Care 

When the same person pays more than a certain 

amount of co-payment in the same month at a 

hospital, etc. , the excess amount will be paid as 

high-cost medical care.
