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Recyclable waste such as newspapers, magazines, cardboard materials, clothes, empty cans, and empty
bottles, is not collected by the municipal authorities.

Take these recyclable items to the Group Collection service designated in the area.
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(Group Collection
is a system for collecting recyclable resources in cooperation with residents’' groups such as

neighborhood community associations, and or local recyclable resources processors in the communities.)
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O Leave waste at the designated recycle stations before 8:30 a.m. on the designated collection days.

O Sort out waste accurately. Waste not sort out accurately will not be collected.

O Do not leave waste at the collection station on the previous nights of the designated days.

There may be in danger of fire and other troubles.

O As for definition of recyclables, and or explanation of how to dispose of household garbage, please refer to
the separate flier titled "HOW TO SEPARATE AND DISPOSE OF HOUSEHOLD GARBAGE AND RESOURCES."
